Topsoil is very shallow and rocky with a 
seam of amphibolite, a greenish metamorphic 
rock.

     Extended sur lie ageing (12-14 months).

A nose of lemon, sea salt, and bread, this is ripe, 
round, saline and endlessly interesting.  
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
